- activities: organization of exhibitions, cultural and artistic visits and also on the issue of youth health or
environment.

- Assisting students in difficulty according to their disciplinary skills.

- organise a cine-club with the volunteer from La Paix High School etc...

From 01 october 2020 to 30 june 2021
Notre Dame de la Paix High-School is an educational institution taking 650 students for 15 to 18 years old
and situated in Lorient Agglomération.

The volunteer will be integrated into the teaching teams and the school life service according to his (her)
interest and the team’s needs (event, animation, project or kind of innovative idea).
